We have negotiated an excellent group rate for this tour with San Jorge Eco-Lodges, and have created a comprehensive customized itinerary that encompasses several climate steps including the High Barren Plains/Highland Rainforest, Middle Amazon Rainforest, Andean Cloud Forest, Lowland Tropical Rainforest and Amazon Tropical Rainforest. Each region offers opportunities to view unique tropical bird species not found elsewhere in Ecuador. We will travel between several eco-lodges that have been created specifically for birders and cater to eco-tourists. Each lodge is unique and offers clean, comfortable accommodations, good food and exceptional birding opportunities right on the grounds! Our group will have an English-speaking field guide, who is an expert Ecuadorian birder.

In addition to the outstanding birding, we’ll have an opportunity for a very special cultural experience at the end of the tour when we spend a day in Otavalo, including the world famous Otavalo Indian Market.

The cost-per-person is only $2,895, double occupancy, and includes a $200 tax-deductible donation to the Yolo Basin Foundation. Single supplement is an additional $380.
